Let me tell you about Dr. Nikola1 Pirogov, the 19th century Russian surgeon
who fransformed battlefield medicine and medical education.

Dunng the Crimean War, Pirogov introduced three revolutionary practices
that saved countless lives. First, he pioneered the use of anesthesia in
combat zones - while Western surgeons were still debating 1its safety,
Pirogov performed over 10,000 field operations with ether.

His most famous imnovation was the triage system we still use today. By
categorizing wounded soldiers into immediate, delayed, and expectant
groups, he increased survival rates by 60%. Modern emergency rooms

worldwide follow this same principle.

Pirogov also developed plaster cast technmiques for fractures. Before his 1852
discovery, amputations were standard for broken limbs. His plaster method

preserved limbs and inspired today's orthopedic practices.

As an educator, he infroduced hands-on clinical training - our modern
residency system stems from his belief that students learn best at the
bedside. The anatomical atlases he created remain gold standards in medical
schools.

Perhaps most remarkably, Pirogov performed the first known anesthesia-
assisted surgery in battlefield conditions during the Siege of Sevastopol - a
daring move that changed military medicine forever. His courage to
challenge medical dogmas continues to inspire surgeons worldwide

His insistence on bedside teaching became our institutional
philosophy - you'll experience this in your climcal rotations.

Perhaps his most enduring legacy 1s the robotic surgery program he imtiated.
The Da Vinci systems you'll train with? Those trace back to Almazov's
vision of mimmally invasive cardiology. The hybnd operating rooms we use
for complex cases? His direct innovation.

Beyond science, he championed compassionate care. His famous quote -
"Treat the patient, not just the disease' - 1s engraved in our hospital's
entrance. This humanistic approach defines Almazov graduates to this day
